MEETING MINUTES
January 15, 2009
I. Introductions.

II. Introductions of members:   In attendance were: Jill Shackelford, Jeff Coyle, Christi Anderson, Joe Crownover, Constable Matt Mancillas, Clemente Verastegui, Patricia de la Pena, Carol Weber, Kathleen Holder, Dean Olson and Jim Coates.
III. Guest Constable Matt Mancillas – Constable Mancillas offered to be a liaison between the quarry and Ruby Ranch homeowners when issues arise.  He will be available to visit the quarry and neighborhood when noise complaints are made.  He has volunteered to invite a representative from the Weights and Measures department to attend a future meeting.  Also will look into obtaining equipment to measure sounds and / or vibrations from blasts.
IV. Update on Hays County Bond Election.  Hays County Road Bond was passed in November election.  KBDJ has offered to supply materials to build a turn lane in front of the Ruby Ranch subdivision.  Commissioner Barton’s office is handling the project.
V. Presentation of Traffic Counts along FM 967 and FM 1626 since 2007.  According to TxDOT’s Annual Traffic Counts, approximately 4,500 vehicles per day travel on FM 967, just west of the intersection at FM 1626.  By comparison, a review of KBDJ’s records during 4th quarter 2008 show that an average of 8 trucks per day make a round trip (16 trips) on FM 967 to carry loads from the quarry.  Below is the data presented:
TxDOT Annual Traffic Counts:
The Annual Average Daily Traffic Counts (AADT) are collected by Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) and comprise the "On System" roadways defined as major highways and regionally significant arterials. The AADT counts result from a mathematical computation where the counts are made over a given period of time and the high and low counts are removed. The counts are done during the non-summer weeks; excluding Fridays, Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays. The AADT counts are what could be expected during a normal workday of a given week.  The map shows the most recent data on record: 2007.
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KBDJ Traffic Counts:

The traffic counts for KBDJ were compiled over a three month period, from September 8, 2008 through December 11, 2008.  Friday, Saturdays, Sundays and holidays were excluded from the data.  Therefore, like the TxDOT data, the counts are what could be expected during a normal workday of a given week.

VI. Presentation of the KBDJ site map and mining limits.  Jill Shackelford brought a map of the quarry site, showing the mining limits, wildlife habitat conservation area and property lines.  She discussed future mining plans and identified areas where KBDJ is building a berm.  
VII. Discussion regarding a future berm or wall for noise reduction along back boundary line adjacent to Humphrey’s Drive.  Several homeowners expressed concerns that the quarry pit was moving closer to their homes.  Jill Shackelford explained that the rock crusher will remain stationary in the quarry pit.  Trisha De La Pena said that her family generally hears trucks being loaded with crush rock.  Carol Weber suggested the committee explore the possibility of building a wall to contain noise.  The committee agreed to seek input from other operations and/or communities that have successfully managed to mitigate noise.
